
7 Days – Washington D.C. & Williamsburg
Day 1: Arrive Washington D.C.
Arrive in the Washington D.C. area. Welcome Dinner. Spend the
first 3 nights at the new 2,000 room Gaylord National Resort.
Day 2: Washington D.C. Sightseeing
This morning visit Arlington National Cemetery to see the Kennedy
Grave Sites and famous Changing of the Guard at the Tomb of the
Unknown Soldier. Washington D.C. City Tour: World War II, Iwo
Jima, Korean & Vietnam War Memorials, Capitol Hill, the Supreme
Court & Embassy Row. Visit the White House Visitor Center to
view exhibits about history, architecture, furnishings, first families
and social events.

Visit Colonial Williamsburg, a 173-acre living history museum.
Colonial Farewell Dinner.
